1. Call to Order/Roll Call

Vice-Chairman Sampels called the meeting to order in regular session at 4:02 p.m.  In addition to the commissioners present, the following staff/consultants were present: Executive Officer Darren McElfresh and Recording Secretary Karen Phillips.  Commissioner Dennis Burns was absent.  
2. Consideration/Approval of Minutes

A.  January 23, 2006

On a motion by Commissioner McNamer, seconded by Commissioner Scavuzzo, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Burns absent, the commission approved and adopted the January 23, 2006 minutes as presented.

The fact that the appointment of new officers was not on the agenda was mentioned and will be discussed later in the meeting.

3. Regular Business
A. CRESCENT FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW (MSR)

i. Discussion or action

Discussion was held regarding the Crescent Fire Protection District MSR.  Chief Steve Wakefield has only been on staff a short time so the former chief, Mr. McFarland, was asked to review the MSR information.  The square mileage the district covers equals approximately 75, which is considerable for a fire district. 

On a motion by Commissioner Scavuzzo, seconded by Commissioner McNamer, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Burns absent, the commission approved and accepted the Crescent Fire Protection District MSR as presented. 

B. SMITH RIVER FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW (MSR)

i. Discussion or action

Discussion was held regarding the Smith River Fire Protection District MSR.  The final approval of the MSR is slated for the next regular agenda.  The district has been wrapping up some business with their former fire chief.  No final action is necessary at this time.

According to the Executive Officer, there are only five or so MSR’s left for approval.  The Klamath Community Service District’s MSR is almost ready to go, however some information still needs to be incorporated into the plan.  Commissioners will see the remaining MSR’s on future agendas.

4. Reports

A. Staff – The Executive Officer will provide a report of current projects and issues of interest to the Commission.

The Executive Officer reported on the following items: 1) CSA #1 annexation has gone over to the Crescent City Planning Department for review and calls have been made to the Del Norte County Planning Department dealing with some issues in the annexation.  This matter will be brought back for final action at a future meeting; 2) There is a new bill coming up for approval that the Executive Officer just received and has not had the time to review, more information will be delivered to the commissioners as it becomes available.  No action was taken.

B. Commission - On their own initiative, Commission members may make brief announcements or brief reports on their own activities.  They may ask questions for clarification, make a referral to staff or take action to have staff place a matter of business on a future agenda pursuant to Government Code section 54954.2 (a).

The following commissioners made comments, reports or requested items on future agendas: Vice-Chair Sampels asked that the election of new officers be placed on the next agenda for action.  

C. Public - Public comment on items of interest to the public within the subject matter jurisdiction of the Local Agency Formation Commission, and not otherwise appearing on the agenda.  No action may be taken on any item not appearing on the agenda.

No public members were present and no comments were received.

5. Adjournment

There being no further business to come before the commission, Vice-Chair Sampels adjourned the meeting at 4:16 p.m. until the next regularly scheduled meeting on Monday, March 27, 2006.
