1. Call to Order/Roll Call

Chairman Burns called the meeting to order in regular session at 4:00 p.m.  In addition to the commissioners present, the following staff/consultants and audience were present: Executive Officer Darren McElfresh, Recording Secretary Karen Phillips and Howard Block, Alternate Public Member.    Commissioner Michael Scavuzzo was absent from the meeting.
2. Consideration/Approval of Minutes

A.  February 27, 2006
On a motion by Commissioner Sampels, seconded by Commissioner Micheletti, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Scavuzzo absent, the commission approved and adopted the February 27, 2006 minutes as presented.

3. Regular Business
A. ELECTION OF OFFICERS
i. Discussion or action

On a motion by Commissioner McNamer, seconded by Commissioner Micheletti, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Scavuzzo absent, the commission nominated and appointed Commissioner Sampels as the new chairman for the 2006 year.

On a motion by Commissioner Sampels, seconded by Commissioner McNamer, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Scavuzzo absent, the commission nominated and appointed Commissioner Micheletti as vice-president for the 2006 year.

Commissioner Burns passed the gavel to new Chairman Sampels and the meeting continued.

B. SMITH RIVER FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW (MSR)

i. Discussion or action

Discussion was held regarding the Smith River Fire Protection District MSR.   The map was available for review at the meeting, however not in the agenda packets due to a copier issue.  The Smith River Fire Protection District officials have unofficially requested an extension for one month to complete the review of the document.
On a motion by Commissioner Micheletti, seconded by Commissioner Burns, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Scavuzzo absent, the commission approved an additional thirty (30) day extension for the Smith River Fire Protection District to review the MSR.  Staff indicated that the matter will be scheduled for the April meeting.

4. Reports

A. Staff – The Executive Officer will provide a report of current projects and issues of interest to the Commission.

The Executive Officer reported on the following items: 1) Hunter Valley CSD will be on the next agenda; 2) Pacific Shores MSR will be reappearing on a future agenda; 3) the CALAFCO staff workshop is coming up April 26-28, 2006.  Information will be sent out to members. The Executive Officer or a staff member from his office will attend.  No action was taken.
