Call to Order/Roll Call

Report from Ad Hoc Committee on receipt of bids for CEQA analysis of county’s resolution for change of organization of Pacific Shores Water District
Commissioners and staff discussed the two bids received from Tetra Tech, Inc and George Williamson of Plan West Partners.  Mr. Williamson’s bid was the lowest at $1,400 and the completion date is expected within thirty days.   The Tetra Tech bid was for $4,995.06.  The ad hoc committee recommended approval of the Williamson bid as presented.  Chair Sampels indicated that the Board of Supervisors had amended Resolution No. 2006-61, entitled, A RESOLUTION OF THE DEL ORTE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PURSUANT TO GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 56654 PROPOSING CHANGE OF ORGANIZATION OF PACIFIC SHORES SUBDIVISION WATER DISTRICT, at its December 19, 2006 meeting to remove the RV parks component from the resolution.  The City, County and Harbor all gave good recommendations fro Mr. Williamson.  
On a motion by Commissioner Burns, seconded by Commissioner Micheletti, and unanimously carried on a polled vote, with Commissioners Kolodner and Scavuzzo absent, the Commission approved and awarded the bid to Mr. George Williamson for the CEQA analysis of the county’s resolution for change of organization of Pacific Shores Water District.  Staff was directed to contact Mr. Williamson to let him know he had been awarded the bid.
