Discussion or action

Regarding the continued protest hearing for the proposed change of organization (dissolution) of the Pacific Shores Subdivision California Water District as submitted by the Del Norte County Board of Supervisors, Chairman McNamer indicated that persons who have not previously spoken to the board with regard to the protest hearing would be allowed to speak.  Those persons who have already spoken would not be allowed to speak due to this being a continuation of the hearing.  Speakers included: Bob Hatley, property owner since 1969, protested the dissolution; and John Messina presented 24 new protests and asked for “even a couple more weeks” to receive other protests.  

Chairman McNamer indicated that the hearing has been continued and continued.  Commissioner Hemmingsen asked if protests received with the postmark of this meeting or prior would be accepted.  Staff responded that they did not believe that they would be counted.  Chairman McNamer closed the public hearing at 4:07 p.m.  The protests will go to the County Clerk Recorder to be counted and verified.
