MATTERS PRESENTED BY COMMISSIONERS

Commissioner Spencer noted that at a regular meeting of the City Council, the Council acted on an agenized item to place himself on Plumas LAFCo to fill the seat of Council Member Bill Kennedy, who resigned from LAFCo.
Commissioner Comstock reported that the Board of the Quincy CSD voted to stop receipt of septage and that the Board had determined only to allow for only 32 more hookup’s to the existing infrastructure, until new and ongoing Engineering reports were completed.  The Commission discussed the impacts that this would have County-wide in light of the fact that there are only three septage receivers currently in the County.

Chairman Meacher opened the public hearing and asked for the staff report.   Mr. Gullixson presented the report (the report is included herein by reference).  Following the report of the Executive Officer, Chairman Meacher asked for Commission discussion.  Commissioner Spencer had questions regarding the allocation of additional funds for extra staff time and the request for additional funding from the County and City, noting that application fees should pay for any additional staff time.  Mr. Gullixson responded that additional staff time would only be utilized on an as needed basis.  The Executive Officer also reported that during the previous fiscal years these funds had been authorized and remained unused.  Mr. Gullixson also noted that the request for additional funding is a result of several years experience in preparing budgets for the Commission, wherein the Commission has run out of funds during the fourth quarter of the fiscal year.  The Executive Officer noted that the code mandates that the funding agencies fund the entire LAFCo budget and that the Commission has continuing employee, contractual and statutory obligations.  
Chairman Meacher then opened the discussion to members of the audience and Mr. Jim Murphy; Portola City Manager addressed the Commission.  Mr. Murphy noted that the City is opposed to any increases in City contribution rates to the Commission and that he believes the Commission should recover at least 75% of its operating expenses from fees to applicants.  Mr. Murphy also noted that he is not happy with the internal working policies of the Commission and that the City Council passed a Resolution at its previous meeting to not contribute any additional funds to the Commission.  Mr. Murphy also reported that he mailed a letter to the County of Plumas that offered to pay for one half of the cost of completing a “forensic” audit of the Commission.  

Helen Kennedy also addressed the Commission and reported that she has reviewed the budgets and does not find anywhere that Plumas LAFCo tries to save money.  The Commission then discussed an unpaid application fee owed to the Commission by the City of Portola and determined that staff would initiate a meeting between Chairman Meacher and Commissioner Spencer for the purposes of discussing the outstanding bill and the charges assessed.
Following further discussion chairman Meacher closed the Public Hearing and called for a motion.

MSC: Krantz/Comstock (4-1; Commissioner’s Krantz, Comstock, Meacher, and McBride = Yes; Commissioner Spencer = No):  To approve the Draft 2007/2008 Draft Budget as presented.

Chairman Meacher noted that the vote was a 4 to 1 and Ms. Helen Kennedy jumped up and complained that this was because he, (pointing to Commissioner McBride) was not doing what “he was told to do”, by the City Council.  The Executive Officer instructed Ms. Kennedy that members of the Commission under statute, have to put on their “LAFCo hats” when doing the business of the Commission and that to do as Ms. Kennedy suggested is an invitation to violate the spirit of the law and the Cortese Knox Hertzberg Act.
