PUBLIC HEARINGS


8.a)
Public Hearing Re Plumas LAFCo File No. 2006-ANNX-002, Whitehawk Ranch CSD to Graeagle FPD, Relinquishment of Fire Protection Powers by Whitehawk Ranch CSD and Annexation into the Graeagle Fire Protection District.

Chairman Robert Meacher opened the Public Hearing and asked Executive Officer, John Gullixson for the Staff report.  Mr. Gullixson presented the Commission with the staff report and proposed resolution and maps for annexation and relinquishment of Fire Protection Powers to the Graeagle Fire Protection District.  Mr. Gullixson also drew the Commission’s attention to the fact that staff was recommending a noncontiguous annexation of territory to the Graeagle Fire Protection District.   Mr. Gullixson reported that under the code it is mandatory that annexations to Cities be contiguous, but that there is no such provision for contiguity as they relate to Special District annexations, however it is the Policy of Plumas LAFCo to have contiguity whenever possible.  The Executive Officer reported that there were numerous reasons that the proposed annexation was noncontiguous:

· The parcels between the District and the Territory in question are large tracks of undeveloped land, where no plan for development exists.  It is not in the best interest of the annexing District to annex large tracks of undeveloped land where the District is unable to adequately determine the level of services needed to be provided.  In the past Plumas LAFCo would have sought to annex only portions of those parcels, however at the request of the Assessors office staff is seeking to avoid partial parcel annexations whenever possible.

· The annexation application was funded fully by the Whitehawk Ranch CSD, no funding was provided for by adjacent property owners.

· The annexation request relies upon the relinquishment/divestment of Fire Protection Powers by the WHRCSD and relies upon a CEQA exemption where an agency is assuming the duties of another agency as a result of the transfer of existing services provided.  Here, the Whitehawk CSD has never served the adjacent property owners and the CEQA exemption would not apply to them.
· The assessment determined was based upon assets through the transfer of infrastructure by the WHRCSD to Graeagle FPD which the adjacent property owners were not contributors toward.  Based thereon, the assessment to the adjacent property owners would have required a separate fee study.
· The election that is a necessary part of this annexation was fully funded by the WHRCSD and only applies to those properties within the CSD.  A separate election question would have had to be prepared for the adjacent property owners.
· Individual property owners outside of the CSD need to file separate applications, as their environmental review, staff analysis, and approval procedures are separate and different than those used for this application.

Chairman Meacher thanked Mr. Gullixson for the staff report and asked for comments from the public.  Terez James, an adjacent property owner, addressed the Commission with several concerns.  Ms. James noted that she does not want to jeopardize the processing of the application in process but that she feels that adjacent property owners should be included in this annexation application process and that they could have been if the Commission was so inclined to include them.
Don Clark, Chairman for the Graeagle Fire Protection District responded that the District is very interested in annexing the adjacent property owners and encourages any interested party to contact Plumas LAFCo and to start the application process.

Robert Meacher thanked everyone for their participation and closed the Public Hearing.

Mr. Gullixson further reported that he would present the SOI report at the next meeting and the SOI would be consistent with the District recommendation and that staff would also present further areas for consideration into the SOI.

Following a brief discussion, wherein the District representatives discussed the timeline for the further review of the reports.  The District representative’s both agreed to provide any comments, changes or additional information to Plumas LAFCo staff, no later than 10 days prior to the September 10th, 2007 meeting.  Chairman Meacher continued the Public Hearing to the September 10th, 2007 meeting of Plumas LAFCo.
