Chairman Meacher also reported that the Board of Supervisors will be discussing the establishment of Development Fee’s during its November 27th Board meeting.

The Executive Officer presented the Commission with an amended copy of the MSR and the completed SOI report.  Dick Castaldini, Board member for the Quincy Community Services District requested that information be changed to indicate that Quincy Community Services District did provide a response to the previously circulated document.  Mr. Gullixson reported that since the document had not been received electronically the changes requested by the District were inserted to the extent possible and that the part of the report that stated that the QCSD had not responded had been changed in the subsequent draft of the report. 
Commissioner Comstock made extensive comments relating to the intent of the District’s to merge and/or consolidate.  Commissioner Comstock advised both District’s to continue to work together to address issues such as financing and service provision levels.  Ms. Comstock noted that she is in agreement with the staff recommendations and comments regarding District consolidation.
Mr. Earnest Eaton, Board member for the East Quincy Community Services District noted that members of this Board would like further time to review the document and requested that this matter again be continued.

Mr. Castaldini reported that the QCSD Board does not have any issues relating to the proposed 5-year SOI.  Both Boards then noted that the District’s did plan for future growth, however regulations and laws have changed so dramatically that the District’s planning has proven to be insufficient to meet these changes.  Following further discussion it was agreed that the Commission would continue this agenda item to one more Commission meeting date.

Mr. Gullixson reported that this agenda item was continued from the previous Plumas LAFCo meeting in order to give the City and the County an opportunity to address issues relating to the tax exchange.  Each entity has had an opportunity to do so and taxes will be allocated based upon the Master Tax exchange between the City and the County.  The Commission had no issue relating to this annexation of property to the City of Portola and detachment of the property from the Eastern Plumas Rural Fire Protection District.

Mr. Gullixson presented the Commission with copies of emails and letter relating to the soon to expire Out of Agency Service Agreement (OASA) between Beckwourth Fire Protection District and the Grizzly Creek Ranch.  The Executive Officer noted that the contract will expire in January 2008 and that no annexation application has been filed to date, even though this was a condition of the OASA. However, staff is working with both the District and representatives of the Ranch to accomplish filling of an application.

Mr. Gullixson reported that the Sierra Valley FPD had met with staff and finally provided him with a copy of an agreement for services signed by both Districts’.  Staff is currently waiting for information pertaining to District equipment and staffing and once this is received will prepare the administrative order consistent with the Out Of Agency Service Agreement between Sierra Valley FPD and Hallelujah Junction FPD of Lassen County.  The Commission studied maps of both Districts and discussed the upcoming election wherein the Sierra Valley FPD is seeking a per parcel assessment for improved parcels through a vote by landowners.

Discussion Re Septage Summit Working Group 
The Executive Officer reported that on September 28th, 2007 staff attended the meeting of the Plumas County Septage working group.  Mr. Gullixson presented the Commission with a report outlining the key issues discussed. James Graham from the Plumas County Planning Department was also present at the meeting, wherein he reported that the planning department representatives were unaware of issues relating to mutual water companies and their impacts to neighboring CSD’s.  Mr. Gullixson reported that planned developments are being approved by the planning department without requirements for the establishment of public agencies for water and sewer services.  Projects are being allowed to leave the provisions of these services to homeowners associations and/or Mutual Companies.  This type of agency does not allow the same level of governmental or public involvement and can act to halt existing District growth and will insure greater constituent costs in the future.  Chairman Meacher requested that staff draft a letter to the Planning Department expressing the Commission’s goals for establishing larger stronger agencies and discouraging homeowner association run water and sanitation systems.  Commission Comstock noted that this should be a county wide standard of operation, since water provision and sewer services have regional effects.  Staff noted they will work to draft such a letter and/or other necessary information to be presented to the Plumas County Board of Supervisors.
Staff plans to attend the next meeting on October 26th, 2007 at 9:00 am and will update the Commission regarding this issue.
