CALL TO ORDER

Commissioner Seppanen sat in as Chairman.  He called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.



Members present: Commissioner Seppanen, Commissioner Hurlbert, Commissioner Winkler, Commissioner Miller, Commissioner Reiss, Commissioner Stewart, Executive Officer Jelicich, Assistant Executive Officer Bonomini, Counsel Hammer and LAFCo Clerk Tina Teuscher.  Also present was the County Auditor Brian Muir.

2.
ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Commissioner Winkler moved to adopt the agenda.  Commissioner Stewart seconded.  Motion carried.

3.
MINUTES   (January 22, 2002)

Commissioner Hurlbert stated that there were a few errors in the January minutes.  He mentioned that he did not say that the only reason that Mr. Iverson had quit LAFCo was to take care of his wife, he simply stated that it may have been one of the reasons.  He also stated that he did not say that since LAFCo had sent Mr. Erikson to a conference he should give some type of report.  He simply stated that he would like to hear or see a report from Commissioner Erikson.


Commissioner Hurlbert stated that under the Policies and Procedures section of the minutes, it states that he asked how LAFCo would pay for staff’s vacations and benefits.  It should read that he asked if amounts billed for staff’s time included vacation and benefits.  Also the sentence “then lets look at it one more time, then adopt” needs to be deleted.  


Commissioner Hurlbert moved to approve the January minutes as amended.  Commissioner Winkler seconded.  Motion carried.

DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Director Jelicich stated that this year’s budget does not allow for him to attend the Executive Officer meeting in Napa.  He stated that he would like to attend next year’s meeting.  Chairman Seppanen asked if next year’s meeting was to be held in Las Vegas.  E.O. Jelicich stated that no it would most likely be in San Diego.  Commissioner Hurlbert stated that he would rather see staff attend these meetings than the Commissioners.  E.O. Jelicich stated that it was appropriate for LAFCo to send Commissioner Erikson to the LAFCo Conference this year.   


Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the Clerks Conference is one of the most informative.  He stated that the conferences held for the Commissioners are more entertainment based than factual learning.  Commissioner Stewart stated that it was essential for some of the Commissioners to attend some of these meetings or at least obtain the written material.  The interaction is important with other Commissioners.  


Chairman Seppanen stated that he could see where Special Districts would benefit from attending meetings that were designed especially for them.  E.O. Jelicich stated that he would see if there was something available to Special Districts next year.  


Commissioner Hurlbert stated that those Commissioners and staff members that attended the classes in Sacramento last year, regarding AB2838, really benefited.  He stated that it was important for staff to keep up with AB2838 and all of the legal requirements set forth for LAFCo.  Commissioner Stewart stated that CSAC meetings have also been tying into LAFCo, and the political contacts are wonderful.  Commissioner Winkler stated that written material would be enough for him at this point and time. 


Chairman Seppanen stated that it was brought to his attention that his term had expired.  Counsel Hammer and Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the position had to be advertised before it could be filled.  However, he could continue to sit in the position until it was filled. 


Commissioner Winkler stated that he had spoken to Mr. Cox and there will be a meeting soon to discuss the re-appointment of the Special District openings.  


Chairman Seppanen directed staff to post the vacancy for Mr. Seppanen’s position, along with placing the Vice Chairman vacancy on the next agenda.

6.   
POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Discuss and approve Resolution for the adoption of the Trinity LAFCo Policies, Standards and Procedures.    


Executive Officer Jelicich stated that at the last meeting, staff was directed to compile a resolution to adopt the Policies and Procedures.  He also stated that there were a few amendments.  He reminded the Commission that in March of 2001 they had discussed no fee waivers for applications.  Mr. Jelicich stated that he had put a section in the policies and procedures under Chapter II, Page 2, item 10.  It states the following: LAFCo finds that most Special Districts in Trinity County have limited finances.  In an effort to fairly consider all application requests, no fee waivers will be granted.


Executive Officer Jelicich stated that Special Districts have not been contributing to the budget.  He then asked if it would it be appropriate for LAFCo or the County to pay the applicant’s fees for a project.  Chairman Seppanen asked if a Special District wanted to make changes to powers, could they do that when the Sphere of Influence was done.   He mentioned that Junction City was wanting to make some changes and he was hoping that they would be able to take care of them at the same time as staff did the sphere of influence review.  Mr. Jelicich stated that it did not work that way.      


Commissioner Winkler stated that there are a lot of Fire Districts that may want or need other services.  He would like to see something in place that would allow this to happen without them having to come up with fee’s that they can’t afford.  Commissioner Winkler suggested that something be set up that would allow a Fire District to make changes to their powers only once.  He mentioned that Fire Districts are very limited.  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that as part of the Sphere of Influence Review, staff would also be doing a service review.  He stated that Junction City is not in as bad of shape as some of the other districts.

Executive Officer Jelicich stated that staff’s goals were to adopt the resolution tonight regarding the policies and procedures and then amend them as the need arises.  Commissioner Winkler stated that he did not see a problem with adopting the policies and procedures this evening. 


Commissioner Stewart stated that he did not quite understand Section II, page 1 number 4.  He wondered if this would interfere with open range zoning.  He stated that everything in his district is open range except for Trinity Village.  He asked if this section should be included in LAFCo’s policies and procedures.  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the open range zoning was County wide and that these policies and procedures would not affect the zoning.  Counsel Hammer thought it best not to mix LAFCo in zoning laws, and reaffirmed to Commissioner Stewart that this would not affect his district.

Commissioner Stewart moved to approve the Resolution for the adoption of the Trinity LAFCo Policies, Standards and Procedures.  Commissioner Winkler seconded.  Role call: Commissioner Stewart voted yes, Commissioner Winkler voted yes, Commissioner Hurlbert voted yes, Commissioner Miller voted yes, Commissioner Reiss voted yes and Chairman Seppanen voted yes.  Motion carried.

7. BUDGET REVIEW

Discuss and review current budget.


Commissioner Winkler stated that a budget update should be sent with every agenda.  There was discussion as to whether or not the treasurer report should only be brought to a meeting once a month or quarterly.  It was decided that once a quarter would be sufficient. 


Executive Officer Jelicich stated that he did not have the authority to move money as needed from different accounts.  He told the Commission that it was their job to direct him to move the money from account to account.  Chairman Seppanen asked that if something came up and LAFCo needed to send someone to a class and there was no money in the travel line item, how would this be handled in an emergency situation where there was no time to hold a meeting.  Counsel Hammer stated that the Chairman could direct staff to produce a resolution allowing the Executive Officer to move up $1,000.00 as needed.  This would give the E.O. the authority to move $1,000.00 without a meeting. 


Chairman Seppanen directed the Executive Officer to prepare a resolution to give the Executive Officer the authority to move up to $1,000.00 as needed, and then report back to the Commission.  

8. PUBLIC FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT

Members of the public may address the Commission concerning matters within the jurisdiction of LAFCo which are not listed on the agenda.  No action may be taken on these matters.


No public comments were received.
