1.	CALL TO ORDER

	

	Chairman Seppanen called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.  Members present:  Commissioner Seppanen, Commissioner Stewart, Commissioner Erikson, Commissioner Winkler, Commissioner Hurlbert, Commissioner Modine, Executive Officer Jelicich, Clerk Dias, Counsel Hammer and Asst. Planner Jeanne Bonomini.  Absent: Commissioner Hymas and Commissioner Iverson.



2.	ADOPTION OF AGENDA



	Commissioner Stewart moved to adopt the agenda.  Commissioner Winkler seconded.  Motion carried.



3.	MINUTES   (May 22, 2001)



	Commissioner Winkler moved to approve the May 22nd minutes.  Commissioner Stewart seconded.  Motion carried.



4.	DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS AND COMMUNICATIONS

 

	Chairman Seppanen stated that he has been the Chairman for over a year.  He then mentioned that elections were in order.



	Commissioner Modine moved to hold elections for a Chairman and Vice Chairman of LAFCo.  Commissioner Erikson seconded.  Motion carried.  



	Commissioner Hurlbert nominated Lyle Hymas for Chairman.  Commissioner Erikson seconded the nomination.  All Commissioners were in favor.  Commissioner Hymas was appointed Chairman of LAFCo.  



	Commissioner Stewart nominated Ralph Modine for Vice Chairman.  Commissioner Erikson seconded the nomination.  All Commissioners were in favor.  Commissioner Modine was appointed Vice Chairman of LAFCo.



	Chairman Seppanen asked Executive Officer Jelicich if there were projects pending for the month of July.  E.O. Jelicich stated that there were no projects or applications in the LAFCo office at this time.  It was agreed upon by all members present that there would not be a July meeting.  LAFCo will resume with the new Chairman and Vice Chairman on August 28, 2001.

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7.   	CORTESE-KNOX-HERTZBERG (AB 2838) IMPLEMENTATION

	

	Continue to discuss major changes in sections from the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg. 



	Executive Office Jelicich stated that the Commission had directed him to go through six of the AB2838 changes at each meeting.  Due to time constraints he explained that he will be going over a few more at this meeting.  Listed below is a brief summary of each item.  



	56383:  Allows LAFCo to waive its fees if it finds that the payment would be detrimental to the public interest, and requires that the costs associated with verifying signatures be provided and paid for by the same agencies that bear the costs of verifying signatures for initiative petitions in the county.



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that incorporation procedures have been discussed with the Commission already.  It is possible to get a loan from the County General Fund, and as a condition of approval LAFCo can state that the loan must be paid back in two years.  If LAFCo were to deny the application then the loan would be forgiven.  

	

	56384:	Requires LAFCo’s to appoint an independent Executive Officer and Legal Counsel.



	56425:	 Requires LAFCo’s to update Spheres of Influences not less than once every 5 years.    



	Executive Officer Jelicich explained that when it came to Special Districts LAFCo has to consider the following: (1) require existing districts to file written statements specifying the functions or classes of their services; (2) establish the nature, location, and extent of any functions or classes of services provided by existing districts; and (3) determine that no new or different functions or class of service will be provided by an existing district, except upon LAFCo approval, except as otherwise authorized by the Act. 



	Commissioner Stewart asked what exactly #3 meant?  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that if a District wanted new powers they would have to apply to LAFCo for Latent Powers.   



	Commissioner Erikson asked if the reason was because a district might have a different sphere for each service they supply?  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that no, a good example would be Hyampom C.S.D., they wanted to add ambulance services.  In order to add the services not only did they need to come to LAFCo, but it also required a vote.  Fire Districts do not have to do this, only C.S.D.’s.  LAFCo does an assessment of capabilities and establishes a service area.  Once this is established, as long as they stay within their existing boundaries, they do not have to come back to LAFCo.  The District can decide if they are going to expand and they hold their own public hearings and meetings.  



	Commissioner Erikson asked if a C.S.D. provides more than one type of service, do they have more than one sphere of influence?  Executive Officer Jelicich stated no, there is one sphere of influence for the District itself.   If they wanted new powers then they would come to LAFCo.



	Counsel Hammer stated that the law does not say that a district cannot add to their powers, it only states that they must come to LAFCo to do it.  



	Commissioner Winkler asked if a district could have more than one service area with different services?  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that he believed it could.  



	Commissioner Modine stated that in Hayfork, the Waterworks District 1 has a sewer service area that does not coincide with their water service area.



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that it made sense.  If a District had the capabilities of doing that and somebody wanted to put in a 3,000 unit subdivision outside of the service area, the district is not going to want to be obligated to service the area.  



	56434:  Authorizes LAFCo’s to review and approve proposals that extend services into previously unserved territory within unincorporated areas. 



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that there were a couple of extensions in the Pioneer Heights area.  It also mentions that the Commission needs to adopt procedures consistent with our policies.  This is something that the Commission needs to discuss in more detail at a later date.  E.O. Jelicich stated that when this was happening on Pioneer Heights, he checked with some of the other LAFCo’s and sometimes the Executive Officer is authorized to do it during certain emergency situations without going to LAFCo.  



	56653:  Authorizes a school district to submit a resolution of application for a reorganization of a city or a special district.  



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that in the valley this would be an issue, but not here. 



	Commissioner Modine asked if we have ever provided boundaries for school districts?  Executive Officer Jelicich stated that LAFCo has never had the authority over school district boundaries.  



	56658: Requires LAFCo’s to provide notice to the county committee on school district organization, and each school superintendent whose school district overlies the subject area.



	56661:  Requires LAFCo’s maintaining websites to provide notices of hearings on that site, it also requires the Executive Officer to mail notice of the hearing or transmitting the notice by electronic mail.    



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that we are already in compliance with this.  The big change is notifying all of the registered voters and property owners.  



	Chairman Seppanen asked if a newspaper ad could be used for notification.   Executive Officer Jelicich stated that a newspaper ad could be used if you had to notify over 1,000 landowners.  



	Commissioner Modine asked if Weaverville ever decided to incorporate, would there have to be a County vote or a Weaverville vote?



	56663:  Provides that LAFCo’s may waive protest proceedings in the case of uninhabited territory.



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that all protests must be in writing.  If there are no protests, there is no need for a hearing.



	56668:	 Provides LAFCo with additional factors to consider when reviewing proposals.  



	56668.3: Requires LAFCo to make certain findings for proposals that include a city detachment or district annexation (except special reorganizations).







	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that this has more to do with city relationships.



	56668.5:  Allows LAFCo’s to consider regional growth goals and policies established by a collaboration of elected officials only, formally representing their local jurisdictions in an official capacity on a regional or sub-regional basis.



	56700.1: Requires that any expenditures for political purposes related to a proposal submitted to a LAFCo, and contributions in support of or in opposition to those measures, be disclosed and reported to the same extent and in the same manner as provided for local initiative measures to be presented to the electorate.



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that this item goes along with our policies and procedures and the 700 form.



	56700.4:  Requires all proponents to file with the Executive Officer a Notice of Intent to Circulate Petition” prior to circulating any petition for a change of organization. 



	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that LAFCo’s must comply with these provisions as of January 1, 2001.  He then asked Commissioner Erikson if he thought that the new application was easier to understand and if it had a lot of new components to it?  Commissioner Erikson stated that it looked great to him.  He added that if the applicant understands the process, the application is very easy to understand and complete. 

  

	56708:  Requires the Executive Officer to compare the names of the signers with the names provided by the assessor’s office or the elections office. 



	56710:  Requires that the Executive Officer disregard the signature of any person not shown as the owner on the most recent assessment roll being prepared by the county at the time LAFCo adopted a resolution of application. 



	56730:   Provides that the procedures for special reorganizations- reorganizations that include the detachment of territory from a city or city and county and the incorporation of that entire detached territory as a city are the same as the procedures for incorporation of cities. 



	56742.5:   Consolidates all former provisions regarding annexation to a city of noncontiguous territory that constitutes a state correctional facility or a state correctional training facility and extends the ability to do so to all counties.



	56751:   Requires LAFCo’s to place proposals for changes of organization or reorganizations that include a detachment from any city, except special reorganizations, on the agenda for the next LAFCo meeting for informational purposes only.



	56766:   Reduces the petition signature requirement for a consolidation of two or more cities from 20% – 50%. 



	











 



8.	ADOPTION OF FEE SCHEDULE 



	Discuss and/or take action to adopt Resolution establishing fees and service charges and amending the existing fees.  



	Commissioner Stewart wanted to make sure that there were no loopholes in the Resolution or the fee schedule.  He asked what the words “reasonable charges” in the fourth “Whereas” meant?  

	Executive Officer Jelicich explained that the words “reasonable charges” meant that the estimated cost for the fee schedule were determined by reasonable charges.  These fees were established by actual cost of the project, i.e. (time spent on project by staff, legal notices, etc.).  



	Commissioner Stewart asked what the “supplemental fee” was mentioned in the second to last paragraph of the actual fee schedule?  Executive Officer Jelicich explained that if an application was received and then the applicant decided to add a parcel there would be an additional charge for that parcel.  



	Commissioner Modine stated that the supplement fee made sense if the applicant was changing their application after it was submitted and the fees were paid.  

  

	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the Resolution is to prevent any type of loopholes.



	Commissioner Modine made a motion to adopt LAFCo Resolution #01-01 to establish fees and service charges.  Commissioner Stewart seconded.  Chairman Seppanen asked for a roll call vote: Erikson-yes, Winkler-yes, Stewart-yes, Modine-yes, Hurlbert-yes and Seppanen-yes.   Motion carried.
