1.	CALL TO ORDER





	Vice Chairman Lyle Hymas sat in as Chairman.  Hymas called the meeting to order at 4:00 pm.  Members present: Commissioner Stewart, Commissioner Modine, Commissioner Miller, Commissioner Iverson, Vice Chairman Hymas, Executive Officer Jelicich and LAFCo Clerk Tina Dias.  Absent: Commissioner Erikson, Commissioner Hurlbert, Chairman Seppanen and Commissioner Winkler. 	





2.	ADOPTION OF AGENDA





	Commissioner Stewart moved to adopt the agenda.  Commissioner Modine seconded.   Motion carried.





3.	MINUTES   (February 27, 2001)





	Commissioner Miller moved to approve the minutes.  Commissioner Modine seconded.  Motion carried.





4.	DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS AND COMMUNICATIONS





	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that a draft preliminary budget was sent to each Commissioner for review.  No action was to be taken at this time; however, he did want the Commission to bring comments to next months meeting.  He pointed out to the Commission, that next year’s budget is not set in stone.  It could end up being higher or lower, but can be adjusted the following year. 





	Commissioner Stewart asked where Mr. Jelicich came up with the rent figure.  EO Jelicich stated that he used the same figure that the Planning Department uses for Natural Resources.  He also used the same calculations for the utilities and communication costs. 





	Commissioner Modine stated that Hayfork is proposing to expand it’s district. He then asked EO Jelicich if there was anything associated with Salyer that would involve LAFCo staff.   E.O. Jelicich stated that yes both Salyer and Hayfork will involve new spheres of influence.  He went on to say that one way LAFCo can help Hayfork is to do their sphere of influence review first.  LAFCo is required to do a sphere of influence on every special district starting this year and LAFCo will absorb those costs. If we did Hayfork first, they would not have to pay for that cost, they would only need to pay the annexation costs.  E.O. Jelicich stated that Mr. Gonzales told him that he will be asking for a fee waiver, so Mr. Jelicich told him that he would need that request in writing.  E.O. Jelicich stated that Salyer will go through a sphere of influence as well.  Since we have no fee resolution adopted, we can’t charge them to add authorized powers.  





	Chairman Hymas asked if the meeting discussing the budget had to be a public hearing?  He also asked if it had to be posted so many days prior to the meeting?   He then asked if this was the public hearing for the budget?  E.O. Jelicich stated that the meeting for the preliminary budget has to be done by May 1st.  Commissioner Iverson asked if it had been decided where the money was coming from.  Counsel Mr. Hammer stated that the Commission needed to focus on this agenda and that the budget would be discussed at the next meeting.  Commissioner Stewart stated that he would like to see something in writing in regards to fees and fee waivers at the next meeting.

6.	OLD BUSINESS 	-	None
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7.   	CORTESE-KNOX-HERTZBERG (AB 2838) IMPLEMENTATION


	


	A copy of the new law will be distributed to Commission members.  Discuss changes in sections 56001, 56029, 56038.5, 56048, 56064, 56068 and 56069 from the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg.





	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that at the last meeting the Commission asked that staff go through the memo from CALAFCO one section at a time, taking six sections at each meeting.  He then stated that we would go through the first seven tonight.  





	Executive Officer asked if this was the format that the Commission was looking for?  Commissioner Stewart stated that yes, it was perfect.  Commissioner Miller stated that now that each Commissioner had a C-N-H, they can each look this information up before each meeting.   





	Chairman Hymas stated that the sheet provided by Best, Best & Krieger LLP, just indicates the changes, the entire law is in the C-N-H book.





	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that as the Commission goes through the book, they will see all kinds of changes.  Most of them are small.  Under spheres of influence section, it states that  LAFCo have a lot of authority and we must have a “service review” process.  E.O. Jelicich stated that the Commissioners going to the Reinventing LAFCo workshop tomorrow would learn a lot. 


  


8.	POLICIES AND PROCEDURES UPDATE





	Discuss and/or take action regarding Procedural Guidelines for Conducting Protest Proceedings Under AB2838 (Hertzberg).  





	Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the conducting authority can either be the LAFCo Commission or the Executive Officer.   AB 2838 also discusses the allowable time for protest.  E.O. Jelicich stated that he does not remember ever having a protest.  It is up to the Commission to determine if they want to keep the authority for themselves as a group or have the Executive Officer handle it.  If the Commission holds the conducting authority hearings they will need to have someone present at each meeting.  If the E.O. holds the meetings, he can have them at the Planning Department.  Executive Officer Jelicich told the Commission that they do not have to decide anything at this meeting.  They only needed to hold a public hearing on the issue.  





	Counsel Mr. Hammer stated that if the E.O. is to put together a resolution, he needs to have direction from the Commission as to what they want.  Do they want to do it themselves or have the E.O. be the conducting authority?  It can change, but there needs to be a policy.  Commissioner Modine asked the E.O. if he would be able to place a value on the protests and advise the Commission as a whole on what action to take?  E.O. Jelicich stated that most LAFCos see this as an administration duty, he would conduct the meeting and share it with the Commission.





	Commissioner Stewart stated that there are two parts to the issue, the first is if the Commission wants to direct the E.O. to hold the conducting authority hearing.  The second is how much time is the Commission going to allow for protests to be submitted.  E.O. Jelicich stated that there is one section in the law were you can set the time limit as to how much time you want to respond.  Depending on the issue, you can allow more time.  Commissioner Miller stated that the Commission can set a time limit anywhere from 21 to 60 days. E.O. Jelicich stated that he recommends to the Commission to delegate the conducting authority to the E.O., not that he invites the additional work, but it would save time and costs.  This would effect the fee schedule.  





	Commissioner Modine moved to adopt the draft procedural guidelines for Conducting Protest Proceedings under AB2838.  Commissioner Stewart seconded.  Motion carried. 





9.	POLICIES FOR DISCLOSURE OF LOBBYING ACTIVITIES AND EXPENDITURES 


	(Public Hearing) 





	The Commission will review Government Code §56300 and give direction to staff.





Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the Commission is required to have a public hearing in regards to lobbying.  The legislature has come up with standards indicating that if someone comes to a meeting to discuss an issue at a public hearing and has given money for a campaign to a board member, it must be disclosed to the public.   E.O. Jelicich stated that at this time the Commission was to make sure that all of the Commissioners have complied with the 700 form reporting requirements.  





Chairman Hymas opened the public hearing.  No comments were received.  The public hearing was closed.





Chairman Modine asked the E.O. if LAFCo had additional requirements besides the 700 form?  E.O. Jelicich gave an example of a developer would want to have an area annexed and there is a public hearing, the public should know the relationship between the developer and any elected officials involved.   





Counsel Hammer read section 82025 to the Commission.  In essence the Commission can adopt a written policy or procedure were they require any person who appears to support or deny a proposal that has given a contribution to any Commission member, to complete a form similar to the 700 form.   Or the Commission could have no policy at all.  


  


Commissioner Stewart stated that he wanted to see more information in regards to lobbying.  He feels that this will take a lot of public education.  Counsel Mr. Hammer stated that a lobbying policy would be posted on the agenda.   No further action was taken.








10.	PUBLIC FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT





	Members of the public may address the Commission concerning matters within the jurisdiction of LAFCo  which are not listed on the agenda.  No action may be taken on these matters.





Chairman Hymas asked if any present had comments for the Commission.  Mr. Jesse Cox, Special Districts Representative, stated that the special districts meet once a year and their next meeting will be in May.  He would like to have a copy of the AB2838 to inform the special districts of the changes in the law.  He stated that he would also like to know what the proposed budget is, so he can let everyone know how they are going to be affected.  














Chairman Modine asked if there was anyway that staff can put together something that would calculate the charges for the special districts?  County Auditor Brian Muir stated that if he received the preliminary budget, he could breakdown the costs for each special district. 


  


Jesse Cox stated that the special districts would like to be on the same page as LAFCo.  E.O. Jelicich explained that the Auditor’s office had put together a breakdown of the budget based on a hypothetical budget of $10,000 at the last meeting.  He told Mr. Cox that the staff would send him a copy of the preliminary budget.  Mr. Cox asked if there was a big battle over an issue, who would fund the legal fees?  E.O. Jelicich stated that the application fees would cover it, or the County and Special District would split it, or the applicant would pay the costs.


 


E.O. Jelicich stated that if we go over the budget this year, we can ask for an advance on next years budget from the county.  When the next budget was implemented the county would pay less, to compensate for what they loaned the previous year.  Commissioner Modine told Mr. Cox to let him know when the May meeting was and he would try and attend.  Mr. Cox stated that Mr. Jelicich has always been good about attending the meetings.





There were no further comments and the public comment period was closed.  





11.	ADJOURNMENT





Commissioner Stewart moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Miller seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:55 pm.
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
