CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Hymas called the meeting to order at 4:01pm.  Members present:  Commissioner Reiss, Commissioner Klipp, Commissioner Seppanen, Commissioner Hymas, Commissioner Winkler, Commissioner Modine, Executive Officer Jelicich and LAFCo Clerk Tina Teuscher.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Commissioner Seppanen moved to adopt the agenda.  Commissioner Reiss seconded.  Motion carried.

3.
MINUTES   (January 28, 2003)

Commissioner Winkler stated that there was a typo on page two of the minutes.  He stated that the paragraph should read, “John stated that the Commission has the authority to include areas in an annexation even through they are not requesting to be annexed.  However, it would be better if the district met with the individuals in the area and addressed the financing issues for extending the line, prior to the annexation. 


Commissioner Modine moved to approve the minutes as amended.  Commissioner Reiss seconded.  Motion carried.

4. DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS AND COMMUNICATIONS


Elect new Chairman and Vice Chairman.

Commissioner Reiss moved to elect Commissioner Freeman as Chairman for FY 03-04.  Commissioner Seppanen seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Seppanen moved to elect Commissioner Hurlbert as Vice Chairman for FY 03-04. Commissioner Winkler seconded.  Motion carried.

6. DRAFT BUDGET REVIEW

Discuss and review proposed budget for FY 03/04.  Set public hearing to adopt final budget on May 27, 2003.

Executive Officer Jelicich stated that the Commissioners were required by law to adopt a final budget by May.  Because of Spheres of Influence and Municipal Service Reviews the budget has increased slightly.  He stated that Service Reviews need to be completed, prior to Spheres of Influence or Annexations.  

Mr. Jelicich stated that LAFCo Clerk Tina Teuscher had attended a Clerk’s Workshop a couple of weeks ago.  She found out that Trinity LAFCO could avoid completing Municipal Service Reviews for small districts by adopting a resolution.   

Mr. Jelicich stated that there were counties that had districts that shared boundary lines, or crossed boundary lines.  For those counties it would be essential to complete a Municipal Service Review.  He stated that Trinity districts do not share or cross boundary lines.  However, it would be beneficial to complete a Municipal Service Review regarding management for some special districts.   

Regarding fire districts, Jelicich stated that he would complete one Municipal Service Review document that pertained to all fire districts.  He would then attach all Sphere of Influence maps for each district to the document.  The Spheres of Influence for each district should be completed within the next three years.  Jelicich stated that Trinity LAFCO does not have the money to hire a consultant to complete Municipal Service Reviews or our Spheres of Influence.  He also stated that his plate was rather full and that he did not have the time to work on a lot of Spheres of Influence or Municipal Service Reviews at this time.  He mentioned that if staff did not have a resolution stating that they did not have to complete a Municipal Service Review for every district, by law they would have to. 

Commissioner Reiss asked if Mr. Jelicich was stating that the Commission could approve a resolution stating that staff did not have to complete a Municipal Service Review for small districts that did not share boundaries with any other district.  Mr. Jelicich stated yes.  Commissioner Reiss mentioned that this would save LAFCO money and sounded like a great idea to him.   

Commissioner Modine stated in regards to the Weaverville C.S.D., he believed that the Commission could justify not completing a Municipal Service Review.  Jelicich stated that he felt capable of completing a Municipal Service Review; however, with the General Plan amendments he was to busy. 

Chairman Hymas stated that there were a few projects coming up this next year.  He wondered if the proposed budget would cover all of the upcoming expenses. 

Jelicich stated yes.  He mentioned that Coffee Creek was inquiring about forming a fire district. He does not see a problem so far, but wants to make sure that once the district is formed they will have funding to keep it running.

Commissioner Seppanen asked if the County contributed $8,700 to the LAFCO budget last year.  Jelicich stated yes.  Commissioner Seppanen than asked if we required any of the special districts to contribute to the budget last year.  John stated that the law states that special districts pay half and the County pays half.  He mentioned that the Board of Supervisors in the past has agreed to cover the entire budget.  Mr. Seppanen asked if staff was going to ask the special districts again this year to contribute the same portion that they were asked to pay last year or are they going to ask the Board to cover the entire budget again.  

Mr. Jelicich stated that the plan was to go before the Board and ask them to cover the budget.  Commissioner Seppanen asked if the funds that are remaining in the account this year, would be rolled over into next year.

County Auditor Controller Brian Muir stated that money does not get moved into the LAFCO account.  Since the County provides the budget, there is not an issue of having separate accounts.  As the claims come in, the Auditor’s office places enough money into the account to cover the expenses.  The County will only cover expenses up to a maximum of $8,700.  Jelicich stated that LAFCO was functioning as though it was still a County department. 

Commissioner Seppanen asked if there was going to be any kind of reserve for the upcoming expenses. 

Commissioner Modine stated that he did not mind if the Board covered the special districts portion of the budget; however, there would be no waiving of fees. 

Commissioner Winkler stated that Barker Valley was also proposing to form a district.  Mr. Jelicich stated that Coffee Creek has not complained about the fees.  His concern was once the formation was complete where would their funding come from.

Executive Officer Jelicich stated that staff was looking for the Commission to direct them to put together a final budget for the May 27th meeting.

Chairman Hymas directed the Executive Officer to bring a final budget to the May meeting.

7. PUBLIC FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT

Members of the public may address the Commission concerning matters within the jurisdiction of LAFCo, which are not listed on the agenda.  No action may be taken on these matters.
